provide an outline of the general structure of our meetings to kick off the fall season.

We have either four or five meetings a month. We only have one Business Meeting a month
(the first one) and we keep the business portion short (usually less than 2 hr). One meeting a
month (mid month) is dedicated to Trout Unlimited and Conservation oriented topics. We
will have at least one meeting a month with a Feature Presenter demonstrating a pattern or
discussing a fishing related topic, with many structured as Tye-Along Sessions. And starting
this fall, we will have one meeting a month (the last one) focused on Free Tying paired with
Beginner Tying Instruction. 1 trust we will see lots of vices out. I would like to stress that this
is primarily a fishing club with an emphasis on tying and conservation. That’s doesn’t mean
that’s all we do. We try to be an educational resource to all fishers with a focus on fly fishing.

Our September program illustrates this structure. On September 2" we will have a short
business meeting and a Bragging and Bagging session where we discuss summer fishing and
bag materials for our intermediate tying seminar (more on that later). Week two September 9"
we have Robert Clarke of Superfly demonstrating Water Boatman Patterns. Week three on
September 16th™ we feature a Meet the TU National Executives session. On September 23"
we have our Free Tye and Beginner Instruction. And for the fifth meeting of the month on
September 30" we have another feature presenter Mervin Hassler demonstrating a couple of

Salmon Fly Patterns. So come out and find out how varied and interesting our program is.

We have two special events coming up over the next couple of months. The first is our annual
Silent Auction Fundraiser at Bo Diddley’s Roadhouse (See the box on the next page). This
year, it’s been moved from spring to Saturday October 17" to avoid conflict with the TU
Dinner and other Northern Lights events. As usual, to make the event a success, we will need
members to solicit auction items and sell and buy tickets. The time frame is a bit shorter than
normal, so early efforts by our excellent club volunteers is necessary. See Brian Bleackley for
donations letters, details on tickets ($15.00each including steak dinner) and auction items.

The second major event is a real coup for us. We have LeRoy Hyatt coming in to give us a
One Day Intermediate Fly Tying Seminar on Saturday November 21*. Many of us are
familiar with Leroy as the long serving star of “Fly Tying the Angler’s Art” on PBS TV
Saturday’s at 7:30am. We met Leroy in Calgary last January to start arrangements. This will
be an action packed day with more than a dozen patterns to be tied. Seating is limited due to
the venue and Leroy’s request to keep things personal, so get your $25.00 tickets early. They
should be available by mid September.

Mambers should have received a letter from TU national welcoming you to the organization.
Two types of letters went out. One went to NLFT&F members and one to TU members. They
explain the new Chapter and your membership in it. If you have any other questions on this
topic, bring them to our September 16" meeting. You’ll soon see some related changes to the
newsletter. We have a revised Logo under development. When complete I will alter the
masthead accordingly and you can expect similar changes to our logoed clothing, web page,
brochure and business cards.
